REGULATIONS ON THE ORDER OF ENTRY AND KEEPING OF 
THE CENTRAL PROFESSIONAL REGISTER OF BUILDERS
Publ. SG, issue 65 of August 10, 2007 

Chapter one. GENERAL PROVISIONS 

Art. 1. These Regulations shall define: 

1. The order of entry and keeping of the Central Professional Register of Builders, hereinafter referred to as the ‘Register’; 
2. The requirements to builders who apply for register entry; 
3. The provisions and order for periodical and annual substantiation of the presence of circumstances that have given grounds for register entry of the builder. 

Art. 2. 

(1) The committee according to Art. 26 of the Chamber of Builders Act (CBA), hereinafter referred to as the ‘Committee’, shall generate, sustain and administer 
registry functioning and utilization in conformity with the CBA and the Statutes of the Bulgarian Construction Chamber, hereinafter referred to as the ‘Chamber’. 

(2) The committee’s organization and operation shall be standardized with regulations acknowledged by the Chamber’s Managing Board. 

(3) The committee according to Par. 1 is an independent body of the chamber, whose activity shall be effected in conformity with the CBA and the pronouncements of these regulations and of the regulations according to Par. 2. 

Art. 3. A specialized “Register” unit shall be established with the chamber, consisting of regular chamber officials and structured as a central specialized “Register” unit and specialized “Register” units in the regional chamber structures. 

Art. 4. Builders executing constructions on the territory of the Republic of Bulgaria from first to fifth category according to Art. 137, Par. 1 of the Territory Structure Act or separate types of construction and assembly works (CAW), specified in the National Economic Activities Classification (NEAC), position 45 “Construction”, as well as holding companies having builders from their structure into the register, shall be liable for register entry. 

Art. 5. 

(1) Builders executing construction from first to fifth category according to Art. 137, Par. 1 of the Territory Structure Act who is liable for register entry according to Art. 3, Par. 2 of the CBA, can be entered in one or more of the following groups: 

1. group one: high-rise construction structures (housing, public servicing, industrial), its adjoining infrastructure, electronic communication network and installations; 
2. group two: structures of transport infrastructure; 
3. group three: structures of power infrastructure; 
4. group four: structures of the public utility infrastructure, hydro-technical 
construction and environmental protection. 

(2) The type and number of register groups, which the builder wishes to enter, shall be specified in the entry application according to Art. 10, Par. 1. 

(3) A builder initially entered into the register in a group he has applied for, can also apply for entry in other groups according to the order of Chapter four. 

(4) The following subgroups shall be differentiated in each group according to Par. 1: 

1. first to fifth category structures; 
2. second to fifth category structures; 
3. third to fifth category structures; 
4. fourth and fifth category structures. 

(5) Requirements to builders with regard to their entry into the groups specified in Par. 1 and into their subgroups according to Par. 4 shall be determined in conformity with Chapter two. 

(6) Structures according to Art. 137, Par. 1 of the Territory Structure Act shall be distributed according to groups and categories as follows: 
1. first group: 
1.1. first category: 
1.1.1. structures according to Art. 137, Par. 1, item 1, letter “d” /"г"/ -structures running the risk of explosion, of significant detrimental influence on the environment or of diffusion of toxic or harmful substances; 
1.1.2. structures according to Art. 137, Par. 1, item 1, letter “f” /"е"/ -structures that do not allow interruption of the technological process; 
1.1.3. structures according to Art. 137, Par. 1, item 1, letter “I” /"и"/ -production enterprises with a capacity of over 500 work places and appurtenances thereto; 
1.1.4. structures according to Art. 137, Par. 1, item 1, letter ”k” /"к"/ -metallurgical and chemical enterprises, incl. liquidation thereof; 
1.1.5. structures according to Art. 137, Par. 1, item 1, letter “m” /"м"/ -immovable cultural monuments holders of the “world significance” and “national significance” categories; 
1.2. second category: 
1.2.1. structures according to Art. 137, Par. 1, item 2, letter “e” /"д"/ -structures and appurtenances for public servicing with a capacity of over 1000 visitors; 
1.2.2. structures according to Art. 137, Par. 1, item 2, letter “f” /"е"/ -production buildings with a capacity from 200 to 500 work places and appurtenances thereto; 
1.2.3. structures according to Art. 137, Par. 1, item 2, letter “h” /"з"/ -immovable cultural monuments holders of the of “local significance” category; 
1.3. third category: 
1.3.1. structures according to Art. 137, Par. 1, item 3, letter “c” /"в"/ -high rise residential and compound buildings; buildings and appurtenances for public servicing with an unfolded built up area of over 5000 sq. m. or with a capacity from 200 to 1000 visitors; 
1.3.2. structures according to Art. 137, Par. 1, item 3, letter “d” /"г"/ -production buildings with a capacity from 100 to 200 work places and appurtenances thereto; 
1.3.3. structures according to Art. 137, Par. 1, item 3, letter “h” /"з"/ -principal type electronic communication networks and appurtenances constructed on a national level; 
1.4. fourth category: 
1.4.1. structures according to Art. 137, Par. 1, item 4, letter “b” /"б"/ -mid rise residential and compound buildings; buildings and appurtenances for public servicing with an unfolded built up area from 1000 to 5000 sq. m. or with a capacity from 100 to 200 visitors; 
1.4.2. structures according to Art. 137, Par. 1, item 4, letter “c” /"в"/ -production buildings with a capacity from 50 to 100 work places and appurtenances thereto; 
1.4.3. structures according to Art. 137, Par. 1, item 4, letter “g” /"ж"/ -electronic communication networks and appurtenances, constructed in urbanized high-and mid rise territories; 
1.5. fifth category: 
1.5.1. structures according to Art. 137, Par. 1, item 5, letter “a” /"а"/ -low rise residential and compound buildings, villa buildings, buildings and appurtenances for public servicing with an unfolded built up area of up to 1000 sq. m. or with a capacity of up to 100 visitors; 
1.5.2. structures according to Art. 137, Par. 1, item 5, letter “b” /"б"/ -production buildings with a capacity of up to 50 work places and appurtenances thereto; 
1.5.3. structures according to Art. 137, Par. 1, item 5, letter “e” /"д"/ -electronic communication networks and appurtenances, constructed in urbanized low rise territories; 
2. second group: 
2.1. first category: 
2.1.1. structures according to Art. 137, Par. 1, item 1, letter “a” /"а"/ -I and II class freeways and roads from the republican road network, railways, harbors and airports for public utilization, metropolitans and appurtenances thereto; 
2.2. second category: 
2.2.1. structures according to Art. 137, Par. 1, item 2, letter “a” /"а"/ -III class roads from the republican road network; 
2.3. third category: 
2.3.1. structures according to Art. 137, Par. 1, item 3, letter “a” /"а"/ -communal roads, streets of the first-rate, III and IV class street network and appurtenances thereto; 
2.3.2. structures according to Art. 137, Par. 1, item 3, letter “b” /"б"/ -transport infrastructure elements that do not fall into first and second category; 
2.4. fourth category: 
2.4.1. structures according to Art. 137, Par. 1, item 4, letter “a” /"а"/ -private roads, streets of the second-rate, V and VI class street network and appurtenances thereto; 
3. third group: 
3.1. first category: 
3.1.1. structures according to Art. 137, Par. 1, item 1, letter “b” /"б"/ -transfer conductors (networks) of the technical infrastructure and appurtenances thereto in the sphere of power supply, heat supply and gas supply; 
3.1.2. structures according to Art. 137, Par. 1, item 1, letter “h” /"з"/ -electric and thermal plants with a capacity of over 100 megawatts; 
3.2. second category: 
3.2.1. structures according to Art. 137, Par. 1, item 2, letter “b” /"б"/ -distributive conductors, appurtenances and devices thereto in the sphere of power supply, heat supply and gas supply; 
3.2.2. structures according to Art. 137, Par. 1, item 2, letter “g” /"ж"/ -electric and thermal plants with a capacity from 25 to 100 megawatts; 
3.3. third category: 
3.3.1. structures according to Art. 137, Par. 1, item 3, letter “b” /"б"/ -power infrastructure elements, appurtenances and installations that do not fall into the first and second category; 
3.3.2. structures according to Art. 137, Par. 1, item 3, letter “d” /"д"/ -electric and thermal plants with a capacity of up to 25 megawatts; 
4. fourth group: 
4.1. first category: 
4.1.1. structures according to Art. 137, Par. 1, item 1, letter “b” /"б"/ -transfer conductors (networks) and appurtenances thereto in the sphere of water supply; 
4.1.2. structures according to Art. 137, Par. 1, item 1, letter “c” /"в"/ -structures requisite for population safeguarding and protection and for the restoration of the regions after disasters and averages; 
4.1.3. structures according to Art. 137, Par. 1, item 1, letter “e” /"д"/ -hydro-technical equipment running the risk of floods, incl. dam lakes with a capacity of over 50 million cubic meters or with a dam height of over 80 m; 
4.1.4. structures according to Art. 137, Par. 1, item 1, letter “g” /"ж"/ -geo-protection and bank consolidation along riversides and sea coasts; 
4.1.5. structures according to Art. 137, Par. 1, item 1, letter “k” /"к/" – mines, collieries, incl. their liquidation, as well as structures related to the elimination of ecological damage in the region of their influence; 
4.2. second category: 
4.2.1. structures according to Art. 137, Par. 1, item 2, letter “b” /"б"/ -distributive conductors, appurtenances and devices thereto in the sphere of water supply and sewerage; 
4.2.2. structures according to Art. 137, Par. 1, item 2, letter “c” /"в"/ -hydro-technical equipment, incl. dam lakes with a volume from 30 to 50 million cubic meters or with dam height from 50 to 80 m; 
4.2.3. structures according to Art. 137, Par. 1, item 2, letter “d” /"г"/ -refuse treatment equipment and installations; 
4.3. third category: 
4.3.1. structures according to Art. 137, Par. 1, item 3, letter “b” /"б"/ -elements of the water supply and sewerage networks, hydro-technical and hydro-melioration networks, equipment and installations that do not fall into the first and second category. 

Art. 6. Builders, who execute separate types of CAW, specified in the NEAC, position 45 “Construction”, and who are liable to register entry according to Art. 3, Par. 2 of the CBA, shall be entered into the register in an independent group with a subdivision corresponding to NEAC categories. 

Art. 7. Builders entered into the register according to Art. 6, can also apply for entry according to Art. 4. 

Art. 8. With a resolution of the chamber’s managing board and by a committee proposal, additional groups can be established in the register, intended for the entry of persons assisting the Construction branch, like manufacturers and suppliers of construction materials, semi-manufactures and articles for structures input, etc. 

Chapter two. REQUIREMENTS TO BUILDERS 

Art. 9. (1) Builders conforming to the following requirements shall be entered into the register: 

1. having no liquid and payable public tax liabilities and liabilities regarding obligatory social security contributions, as well as interests related to these liabilities, except in the cases when the competent body has allowed liability deferment or adjournment; 2. have not been declared insolvent and are not in an insolvency or liquidation procedure; 
3. have the requisite technical equipment for the execution of the ordered CAW; 
4. have the requisite personnel, hired with an employment contract: 
а) for technical management of construction; 
b) for construction execution quality control, for conformity of construction products used in the structures to the essential safety requirements; 

c) for control regarding the observation of health and safety work conditions; 

d) for organization of the execution of crisis management related activities; 

e) other persons who are required to be hired with an employment contract according 

to a legislative act; 

5. hired technical personnel shall have the requisite qualification according to acquired specialty and an education and qualification degree, professional experience, knowledge and technical competence with regard to the respective national legislation; 
6. hired workers shall have the requisite professional qualification for the execution of the effected construction works; 
7. shall have a valid insurance for the damages that can occur as a result of non-execution of their liabilities requisite according to operative legislative acts. 
(2) For the execution of first category structures, the register shall enter builders who, besides the requirements according to Par. 1, shall also correspond to the following provisions: 
1. average listed personnel – not less than 50 persons for the previous year; 
2. net income from sales for the previous financial year – not less than 3 000 000 BGN; 
3. balance value of tangible fixed assets for the previous financial year – over 500 000 BGN. 
(3) For the execution of second category structures, the register shall enter builders who, besides the requirements according to Par. 1, shall also correspond to the following provisions: 
1. average listed personnel – not less than 30 persons for the previous year; 
2. net income from sales for the previous financial year – not less than 1 500 000 BGN.; 
3. balance value of tangible fixed assets for the previous financial year – over 200 000 BGN. 
(4) For execution of the sites according to Art. 137, Par. 1, item 1, letter “m” /"м"/ and Art. 137, Par. 1, item 2, letter “h” /"з"/ of the Territory Structure Act, the register shall enter builders who conform to the requirements according to Par. 1, are experienced in the sphere of site restoration and conservation – cultural monuments, and have a qualified specialist-architect as part of their personnel. 
(5) Requirements according to Par. 2 and 3 shall not apply to builders entered into the register for execution of the sites according to Par. 4. 

(6) Builders entered into the register, can execute constructions of the respective category for which they have been entered, as well as lower category constructions. 

Chapter three. REGISTER ENTRY DOCUMENTS 


Art. 10. (1) Builders liable for register entry shall apply to the committee chairman by declaring the group they wish to be entered into. 

(2) The committee shall prepare the application form. 
(3) Builders liable for register entry can be entered in one or more group according to 
Art. 5 depending on their specific specialization and experience. 
(4) The following shall be enclosed to the entry application: 
1. court registration (certificate for entry into the commercial register or legalized document in conformity with the legislation according to the builder’s registration); 
2. certificate of good legal standing issued not earlier than three months before the entry application’s submission date; 
3. BULSTAT unified identification code; 
4. declaration stating that the builder has not been declared insolvent and is not in an insolvency or bankruptcy procedure; 
5. documents (licenses, certificates, etc.), permitting the builder or his workers to execute construction related to the building or utilization of higher risk installations; 
6. reference regarding personnel numbers and qualification according to categories; 
7. reference for effected qualification training of the engineering and technical personnel and of the workers throughout the last three years, with the exception of cases according to Art. 16, Par. 4 of the CBA; 
8. reference regarding machines, equipment and installations in the possession of the builder and related to the execution of construction works according to type, number and technical parameters; 
9. reference regarding structures executed by the builder throughout the last three years (according to type and location) and volume of effected construction, with the exception of cases according to Art. 16, Par. 4 of the CBA; 
10. reference regarding the structures executed according to Art. 137, Par. 1, item 1, letter “m” /"м"/ and Art. 137, Par. 1, item 2, letter “h” /"з"/ of the Territory Structure Act, accompanied by a statement of the National Cultural Monuments Institute concerning the execution quality of the structures – in the cases according to Art. 15, Par. 4 of the CBA; 
11. copies of the annual financial report of the builder for the last three years, with the exception of cases according to Art. 16, Par. 4 of the CBA; 
12. certificates issued by the competent bodies regarding circumstances according to 16, Par. 3, item 10 and 11 of the CBA; 
13. copies of insurance policies evidencing insurance security according to Art. 15, Par. 1, item 7 of the CBA; 
14. payment document regarding paid register entry fee; 
15. ISO standard certification (if requisite); 
16. awards and certificates of the builder for his participation in international and national competitions and contests (if any); 
(5) If the entry application indicates more than one group of builders, documents enclosed to the application, according to Par. 4, shall be finalized as follows: 
1. for the first group of builders indicated in the application – the full set; 
2. for each subsequent group of builders, separate documents shall be enclosed, clarifying circumstances according to Par. 4, items 5, 9 and 10. 
(6) Documents according to Par. 4, items 1 and 2, shall be presented in the original or with a copy bearing notary certification. 
(7) Documents according to Par. 4, items 3-16, shall be presented in the original or with a certified transcript of the original. 
(8) The committee shall prepare the forms of the application documents and shall present them to the builders. 
(9) The committee shall prepare the electronic format of the entry application and of documents thereto and shall present them to the builders. 

Chapter four. REGISTER ENTRY ORDER 

Art. 11. (1) The entry application, accompanied by the documents according to Art. 10, Par. 4, as well as the electronic format of the application and the documents thereto shall be submitted according to the builder’s registration in the specialized register unit in the respective regional structure of the chamber. 
(2) Foreign persons executing construction on the territory of the Republic of Bulgaria can also apply for register entry in the central “Register” unit in the committee. 

Art. 12. (1) Specialized “Register” units in the respective regional structures of the chamber shall send the application together with the enclosed documents and the information on an electronic carrier to the committee chairman. 

(2) The committee shall enter the builder into the register after a submitted form application accompanied by the documents according to Art. 10, Par. 4 and of the entry resolution. 
(3) In a 14-day term as of submission of the application, the respective documents and the information on an electronic carrier, the committee shall certify the entry or the entry rejection of the builder into the register, and shall notify accordingly the committee chairman. 
(4) The committee shall enter the circumstances by electronically transferring into the register its resolution and the information according to Art. 10, Par. 4, presented on electronic carrier according to established forms. 
(5) The committee shall decline register entry if the builder does not comply to some of the requirements according to Art. 9. 

Art. 13. (1) A builder, entered into the register for the execution of a specific group (category) of structures, can apply for entry regarding the execution of structures of a higher category of the given group and/or for entry into another group of structures and/or for the execution of specific types of CAW, indicated in the NEAC, position 45 “Construction”, not earlier than three months as of the date of his last registration. 

(2) On the grounds of the applications submitted according to Par. 1, the committee shall enter the builder into the register under the conditions and according to the order of Art. 12, Par. 2. 

Art. 14. (1) The register entry certificate of a builder who conforms to the requirements for the execution of first category structures, shall contain the structure types from second to fifth category from the respective group and/or specific CAW types. 

(2) The register entry certificate of a builder who conforms to the requirements for the execution of second category structures, shall contain the structure types from third to fifth category from the respective group and/or specific CAW types. 
(3) When the builder entered into the register for execution of structures from first or second category ceases to correspond to the requirements of Art. 15, Par. 2 and 3 of the CBA, he shall submit an application for entry change. 
(4) After effecting entry change, the committee shall issue to the builder a certificate according to Art. 17. 
(5) Upon receipt of new certificate, the builder shall return the former certificate in the respective specialized unit. 
Art. 15. A list of the builders entered into and obliterated from the register shall be published into the chamber’s information bulletin. 

Chapter five. INFORMATION LIABLE FOR REGISTER ENTRY 

Art. 16. (1) The following information shall be specified for the builders entered into the register: 

1. the legal organization form, the commercial firm (name), the registered seat and address, the builder’s registration according to the legislation of his registration (company file, year, district/city court); 
2. correspondence and contact address; 
3. management, agency and persons representing the builder; 
4. personal numbers of persons representing the builder; 
5. BULSTAT number of builder; 
6. the number of the hired persons according to position 45 “Construction” of the NEAC according to specialties and professional qualification rate; 
7. the number of the persons hired with an employment contract – separately for the persons effecting technical management on site; for construction execution quality control; for conformity of construction products utilized in the structures to the essential safety requirements; for persons responsible for the observation of health and safety work conditions and for organization of crisis management activities effectuation; 
8. the effected qualification trainings of the technical personnel and of the workers throughout the last three years; 
9. the machines, equipment and installations in possession of the builder according to types, number and technical indicators; 
10. the right of the builder and of his workers to effect construction related to the construction or utilization of higher risk installations – number, document date and certifying (licensing) body; 
11. ISO standard certification; 
12. structures executed in the last three years – according to type, location and size in value parameters; 
13. the annual financial reports of the builder for the last three years before the current year, incl. net income from sales, tax expenses, profit after taxation (loss), tangible fixed assets, short-term receivables, core capital, long-term liabilities, short-term liabilities, average listed personnel regarding employment and official legal relations; 
14. tax liabilities and liabilities related to obligatory social security contributions; 
15. penalties imposed on the builder by the control bodies in consistence with the Territory Structure Act; 
16. register entry number of builder; 
17. the number and the date of the committee report regarding builder entry; 
18. the group, the category and the types of structures or the CAW group according to position 45 “Construction” of the NEAC for which the builder is entered; 
19. awarded prizes and certificates of the builder for his participation in international and national competitions and contests. 
(2) Builders who as of their establishment have effected activity for a period less than three years, shall present information according to Par. 1, item 8, 12 and 13 for the last year of their activity. 
(3) Register information representing personal data shall be disclosed according to an order stipulated by the law. 

Chapter six. ENTRY CERTIFICATE AND INFORMATION 

Art. 17. (1) The committee shall issue a form certificate to the builder entered into the register. 

(2) The certificate according to Par. 1 shall contain information about: 
1. the six-digit number of register entry; 
2. the date and place of certificate issue; 
3. the full name of the builder and the legal and organizational form; 
4. the registered seat and address of the builder; 
5. the person representing the builder according to BULSTAT; 
6. BULSTAT number of the builder; 
7. the group and the category of the respective structures according to Art. 137, Par. 1 of the Territory Structure Act or the CAW group according to position 45 “Construction” of the NEAC for which the builder is entered; 
8. the committee report number of the entry resolution. 
(3) In order to certify register entry, the committee shall issue a form certificate (A4 format), established by the managing board. The certificate shall contain the information according to Par. 2. 
(4) The certificate shall be signed by the committee chairman. 
(5) The certificate shall be sent to the respective regional specialized “Register” units according to the registered seat of the person representing the builder or the person having notary authorization to represent. 

Art. 18. Upon rejection of entry, within 14 days the committee shall issue resolution containing information regarding: 

1. date and place of issue; 
2. full name of the builder and the legal and organizational form; 
3. seat and registered address of the builder; 
4. person representing the builder according BULSTAT; 
5. reasons according to the CBA on the grounds of which entry of builder into the register has been denied; 
6. number of committee report denying register entry of builder. 

Art. 19. (1) In case of circumstances according to Art. 21, Par. 1 of the CBA, the committee shall obliterate the builder from the register. 

(2) Obliteration shall be effected by a committee resolution for which the committee shall notify the builder in writing. 
(3) After expiration of one year after the committee’s resolution for obliteration from the register, the builder can apply again. 

Art. 20. Entry rejection and obliteration from the register shall be appealed according to the order of the Code of Administrative Procedure. 

Art. 21. (1) The register shall give information about executed entries. 

(2) Information shall be supplied according to an order established by the committee. Chapter seven. ANNUAL CONFIRMATION ON THE PART OF THE BUILDER OF CIRCUMSTANCES LIABLE FOR REGISTER ENTRY 

Art. 22. (1) The builder shall notify the committee through the specialized “Register” unit according to the builder’s seat in a 14-day term about any change of circumstances liable for entry according to Art. 16, Par. 3, items 1 and 2 of the CBA. 

(2) Circumstances liable for entry according to Art. 16, Par. 3, items 3-11 of the CBA shall be presented by the builder according to an order and within terms specified in the regulations according to Art. 2, Par. 2. 
(3) The builder shall present to the committee through the specialized “Register” unit according to the builder’s seat the following documents for the preceding year annually, not later than June 30th: 
1. annual financial report; 
2. certificate for the availability or absence of public obligations; 
(4) Information according to Par. 1 and 2 shall be presented on paper and electronic carrier. 
Art. 23. (1) In order to confirm the presence of circumstances liable for entry, the committee shall annually issue a talon with the entry certificate of the builder. 

(2) The talon shall be an inseparable part of the entry certificate and shall contain the following information: 
1. two-digit serial number and issue date; 
2. full name of the builder and the legal and organizational form; 
3. the registered seat and address of the builder; 
4. the person representing the builder according to BULSTAT; 
5. the group and the category of the respective structures according to Art. 137, Par. 1 
of the Territory Structure Act or the CAW group according to position 45 “Construction” of the NEAC for which the committee shall confirm the entry of the builder; 
(3) The talon according to Par. 1 shall be issued within 14 days of receipt of documents according to Art. 22, Par. 2 and 3 and shall be valid for one year as of issue date. 

Chapter eight. REGISTRY KEEPING 

Art. 24. (1) A specialized programming product shall be developed for the entry of information into the register according to Art. 16, Par. 3 of the CBA. 

(2) The central specialized “Register” unit with the committee shall effect the technical keeping and maintenance of the register. 
(3) The specialized “Register” unit shall be liable for: 
1. the timely and complete entry of information into the register according to Art. 16, Par. 3 of the CBA after the entry resolution of the committee; 
2. the update regarding changes of circumstances liable for register entry; 
3. preparation of information regarding builders entered into the register. 
(4) At the end of each calendar month, the register information shall be recorded on a single electronic carrier and shall be stored in a location outside the registered seat of the chamber by resolution of the committee. 

Art. 25. (1) The register information is public. It shall be published in the electronic page of the chamber with the exception of personal data information. 

(2) Access right to the full register information shall belong to the chairman of the chamber or the person from the chamber’s managing board authorized by him, the members of the committee and the officials of the central specialized “Register” unit according to an order established by the committee. 
(3) The chairman of the chamber, the members of the committee and the officials shall sign a declaration for confidentiality of information contained in the register and representing personal data. 

Additional regulations 

§ 1. The holding company shall present evidence that the entered builder from his structure is his affiliate company within the meaning of Art. 277, Par. 3 of the Commercial Act. 

§ 2. (1) Prices specified by the general meeting of the chamber shall be paid for initial register entry and for issuance of an entry certificate, for change of entry, for keeping and functioning of the register, for reissue of lost of destroyed certificate and for other services. 
(2) Prices according to Par. 1 shall be paid to the bank account of the chamber before the submission of the application for service effectuation. 

§ 3. The obvious factual mistakes made upon register entry and upon certificate issue shall be eliminated by the administration of the register according to an order specified by the committee. 

§ 4. The committee shall store the submitted applications with enclosures thereto on a paper carrier for a term of five years as of the date of the entry resolution of the committee, the rejection of entry or the obliteration of the builder. 

Transitional and Final Regulations 

§ 5. These regulations are issued on the grounds of Art. 14, Par. 7 of the CBA. 

§ 6. The regulations are adopted on the constituent meeting of the chamber on June 29, 2007.
